Cherry Demolition is pleased to submit our lump sum price of $ 40,600.00 plus sales taxes of $837.38 (Forty Thousand Six Hundred dollars, plus tax) for the demolition and removal of the discussed one- and two-story portions of the building, canopy, and wall/gate located at the above referenced address. Cherry will remove the concrete building slab and foundations to an approximate depth of three feet below surrounding adjacent grade elevation. The demolition, removal, protection, or repair of all paving, private sidewalks, base materials, and stabilized soils are excluded from our price. Cherry will leave the site in a rough, machine graded condition using on-site materials and equipment. Cherry’s proposal is based on the listed special conditions: 
1) Excluded from our proposal is the handling or disposal of all hazardous (including Freon) or asbestos containing materials and contaminated soils. Cherry will require a copy of the asbestos survey of the building(s).

2) Cherry would legally dispose of all demolition debris offsite.
3) Cherry has not included the pumping of the grease traps or drainage systems in our proposal.

4) Owner is responsible for the termination, disconnection, and rerouting of all utilities, prior to our mobilization.

5) Owner will obtain the demolition permit.

6) Cherry has included the sawcutting required to remove the building and slab. Owner is responsible for all layout and marking.
7) Cherry has not included any site security or temporary fencing in our proposal.
8) Cherry will utilize best management practices, but has not included a permitted Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP), narrative, or other associated runoff controls in our proposal.
9) Cherry would perform the work in accordance with all governmental  regulations.
10) Our price is based on performing the work in one mobilization and on having access to the work area with our trucks and heavy equipment.

11) The demolition, removal, protection, repair, stripping, clearing, or protection of all other trees, shrubs, landscaping, grass, and soils is excluded from our price.
12) The chasing, removal, protection, or repair of all non-incidental underground lines is not included in our price.
