· Temporary Buildings can be used but should be limited to 1 year at a time with perhaps extensions if the temporary needs goes a bit long.

· City reps were very glad for early engagement with WPC on any building change planning
· any internal rebuild is likely to need a structural engineer if any walls are moved.
· no issue with adding a pitched roof, need a structural engineer to validate plans
· change in the external look of any building should probably have input from a design professional
· adding a new access or breezeway is in line with turning the face of the church toward Nasa Parkway
· for tear down of an existing building, we would need a demo permit, structural engineer, asbestos survey by a special licensed contractor
· for any new build or build on addition, we need a plat for the bock at a cost of around $5000
· dumpster relo needs a permit, but it is easy, wall should be wood or masonry
· City noted the 10’ offsets from the property edge for any new build work
· in addition to those attendees noted below, Darryl Hebert, Community Development, joined the meeting
· they noted several times to start with the end in mind and not build something in one spot that precludes, or makes more difficult, some ultimate goal
· for reference, see “destination development webster” which is to be south of TopGolf, 200 acres on what was Exxon property
· All of Webster is only 6 to 7 square miles
