Information on renting rooms in the schools for non-profit use

I discussed renting rooms at McWhirter for weekend use by Sunday school classes with Julie Frame, who is with the CCISD department of facility rentals. We have one problem with using that facility. Since McWhirter is a new school, it cannot be rented for one year. If a building is still under warranty, they do not allow the facilitiy to be used for rental purposes. However, we may not need it for at least a year! 

Only the common facilities can be rented. That includes cafeterias, gyms, and large hallways. No individual classrooms can be used. If you look at the fee structure, we would be under Fee Rate B. Custodial service must also be included as an expense since we would be using the facility on non-school days.

We would also need to consider insurance in the rental process:

Groups and/or organizations using District facilities must provide an original Certificate of Liability Insurance, with Clear Creek ISD named as the Certificate Holder, indicating a minimum of $1,000,000 in liability insurance coverage.  In addition, Clear Creek ISD must be named as additional insured.  The policy must reflect it is the primary and not contributory with any insurance maintained by the District and may not be canceled prior to the conclusion of the event. 
(I am not sure what our insurance policy does or does not cover.)
