Also In attendance: Pastor Helen DeLeon

Moderator Kim Harano called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm with a prayer devotional led by Judy Ota.

Pastor Remarks- Helen talked about recent Deacon activity with two Memorial services. She also reported growing excitement about the new parking program.  Helen talked about a recent retreat where she learned about teaching the book of Revelations.  She expressed her eagerness to pass on what she has learned.  She will be out of town for the next week, attending conferences in Montreat.   

Old Business- Minutes from the June meeting were approved with no changes.  

New Business-Senior Care Ministry- program leader, Michael Cooper reported on three projects that the team has been working on:  1) Parking Assistance Program-Deacons are asked to spread the word to members in their zone, who might need the program.  The goal is to provide parking & assistance to and from the sanctuary on Sundays for all who are experiencing physical problems or are in need of help.  All that is required is that those being assisted must have insurance in their cars that is to be kept in the glove box.  Guests may need this assistance also.  A trial run will occur this weekend at the 10 am service & will be offered at both services thereafter.  Ushers will assist in getting members from their cars to the sanctuary.  Users of the program will be given a tag for their keys w/ keys being kept in a secure place.    At  the end of the service, seniors will be assisted to the pick up zone where their cars will be returned to them.  Michael asked for umbrella donations.  Six parking spots on either side of the dumpster have been identified & will be utilized for the program.   2nd.  Starting September 21st at noon, a new program will begin that will occur monthly & offer lunch  & a guest speaker for seniors & their caregivers.  The first guest speaker is John Leslie who will be presenting about the 3rd third of our lives & preparing for the end of that third.   3rd-The Buddy System Program is currently in development & aims at identifying those seniors within our congregation who are homebound & providing a buddy to check in with  them.  

The Senior Care Ministry is also looking into respite care for the caregivers & at providing handyman type assistance for installing handrails, changing light bulbs etc for those who request help or provide referrals to reputable companies.  Helen reiterated the surging need for the transportation committee to help provide transportation to church for those who are unable to drive themselves.

Take Them a Meal-Helen introduced the website (takethem@meal.com) that is no cost & allows a person  to coordinate meals & can be a great way to share coordination of meals for families w/ other church members.  Notes can be sent out identifying a family/individual in need of having meals provided w/ a link & password for people to log on & sign up for providing meals.  She and Kim demonstrated how to create a meal schedule & send out the email invites for help.  This is a secure website. 

David Bolon reported he received a message from the Houston Blood Bank regarding new guidelines that there must be a minimum of 25 participants for the blood bank to send a team, so the drive scheduled for the end of August has been cancelled.  There was some discussion & it was decided that a constant contact message will be sent out to advise WPC members about the cancellation & change in policy.  It is hoped that that might increase participation.

New deacons for zones 2 & 3 were announced by Kim Harano, welcoming Jim Young & Coco Motley.  Jim will be serving for 6 months & Coco will be serving a term of 2 ½ years.

Deacon Zone Realignment-Kim announced work done on realigning the Deacon zones with assistance by Joann Letson & Richard Koester.  Joann remarked on the tremendous amount of work done on this by Kim.  The realignment was done to make the sizes of zones more equitable, keeping the ages of zone members in mind.  Joann suggested sending out letters to zones or by some other method, announcing the change.  People who are no longer in the area or who have not attended church in quite some time were removed from zone lists.  Helen reported that changes also reflect people who have been removed from the rolls by session.  Revised zone lists were passed out.   Kim asked that she be notified of any changes or concerns.

Zone Information-Judy Ota reported that Julie Y. is settling in to her new area .  David Bolon reported that Joan C. continues to recover at Clear Lake  Rehabilitation Hospital & shows continued improvement.  She has attended church for the last 2 weeks.  Roehmehl Dewey rptd Edna Arnold will be moving shortly to Regal Estates.  Helen reported on a need for transportation be provided Edna, the Skiles, & Dorothy Kennedy.  It was noted that possible future needs might include Ken & Ginny Jones, Rogge & Emily Marsh & Jack & Sylvia Kinzler.    Jamee Wilson reported that care services have been arranged for Emily M. & they are due to begin next week & she will be contacting Rogge & Emily about transportation needs.  Helen reported that Cora Jean & Dick Tyrell have not been seen for weeks & that in speaking to their son & found that Dick is in Hospice care in Spring & Cora Jean is in a nursing facility in Spring.  She asked for cards to be sent.  Helen can provide their addresses.  She also reported that Ruth Hendershot is not doing well & her family is looking into hospice care.

Committee Updates/Reports-Immediate Care:  Jackie Hart reported that some of the deacons hosted a reception for a memorial service on Monday & it was a wonderful experience.  Saturday will be a service for Virginia Hurgeton & she asked for further volunteers.  Several deacons volunteered.   Jackie reported that she received a donation to the Deacon fund & suggested purchasing kitchen aprons & embroidering them for future receptions.  

Transportation:  Joe Schwarz reported that the committee is continuing to work on the Parking Assistance

Program & transportation to church & Doctor appointments.

Young at Heart:  Liz Clifford reported that YAH had a wonderful tour of Neutral Bouyancy Lab by Clay

Anderson with 12 people attending.  She also reported that 17 people attended the Magic Show at The

Museum of Natural Science.  Currently, there are 24 signed up for the outing to see the play, Get Smart.

Communications-Judy Ota presented the new deacon picture frames.  The pictures were donated by Tina Looney & the matting was donated by Jean Treleaven, a former member of WPC.

The meeting was closed with prayer at approximately 8:31 pm. with the next meeting scheduled for

September 2, 2010.
