Deacon Training led by Brenda Faxel with the aid of Erik Kinzler.  The training was to learn the procedure for giving communion in the hospital or to a shut-in.  The purpose of this visit will be just doing communion so it is a short visit.  The bag is located in Helen’s office in the far credenza lower cabinet in a small black flowery bag.  Inside you will find 2 chalices, communion cups, napkins for holding the bread, and the words to say.  In the cabinet or possibly still in the bag will be a small container of grape juice.  You will need to supply a small loaf of bread.  When you arrive explain again why you are there and ask if they would like it by intinction or the traditional way.  Ask all visitors if they would like to partake also.  They may change their mind when presented with the elements but that is fine. Before starting add a small amount of juice to one of the chalices and then put that away and wrap the bread in a napkin.  Read the invitation and the words of institution on the paper provided and then give communion.  Don’t forget to serve yourself and the other member who is with you.  There is also oil for anointing.  This is more for if they are dying and know it.  They may ask for it if they know that the surgery they are going for is extremely delicate.  If the patient would like anointed you may also ask the spouse if they are present.  Make sure you have tissues handy if you do anoint.  Please let Helen know you are taking the kit and when in case someone else calls and asks for it.  Also let her know if the juice or communion cups are running low.

Spiritual Training was led by Helen DeLeon on how to prepare the Prayers of the People.  We will be giving it on the third Sunday of the Month.  It is an intercessory prayer.  If you try and cannot write one yourself, Helen will write one for you.  She will also look over the one you wrote if you would like her to.  We then wrote a group prayer as an example.  Please refer to the paper she provided so you can follow the suggestions of what is needed in the prayers.  A sign-up sheet was sent around.
