Moderator Jamee Wilson called the meeting to order at 6:55 pm.  Jeanie Murray gave the devotional and opening prayer. 

Jeanie Murray also led us in an icebreaker.  We discovered interesting facts about one another.  It was a fun exercise to build community within the Deacon Board.  In addition, we went around the room and introduced ourselves to the group.  
Session Report and Pastor Remarks:  Helen reported that Kathy Braeuer could not be present because her husband is having some tests done at the hospital.  However, Kathy is taking the prayer commitment to heart and it is transforming her life.  Helen is convinced this will also transform the church.  
Helen covered the Lenten activities at WPC.  There will be a Worship Service and Luncheon every Tuesday starting at 11:30.  The Wednesday evening Vesper Service will start on the second Wednesday in Lent.  The service will begin at 6:30 and last about 30 minutes.  It will include a communion and a chance for personal prayer time.  The communion elements will be handled by the Elders for this service.  

Holy Week services include: Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, Easter Vigil (Saturday), and Easter Sunday.  Communion will be served during the Thursday, Friday and Saturday services.  Good Friday was not included on the original Communion Elements sign-up list, so we still need volunteers for Good Friday.  Please contact Joe Schwarz or Jamee Wilson if you are available to help.  Joe will contact Nina Moede about the time of the Easter Vigil service.

Old Business:  Changes to the deacon web page. New Business:  David Bolon reported via e-mail that a blood drive is scheduled for April 17th.  He also said the Deacon photos from J. Pamela on the CD were of too low resolution to print at the needed size.  Jeanie Murray will discuss the J. Pamela agreement with Judy Ota.  
Jeanie Murray brought forth an idea from the Hospitality Committee about holding the April Deacon Meeting at the Hibachi Grill and Buffet on Bay Area Blvd.  They can provide a private room and the cost will be $8.50 per person.  This proposal was voted on and passed.  We will meet there on April 7 at 6:30 for dinner and the meeting will start around 7:00.

During the discussion, there was confusion on who provides the supplies and how often they are delivered to the ICU waiting room.
