The meeting was opened at 6:48 pm with a devotional and prayer by Jackie Hart.

 Pastor & Session Remarks

Pastor Helen reported that some of the zones are getting active.  Sue Higgins recently broke her hip & is in the hospital.   Marilyn Burchsted is at Baywind, as is Betty Skiles.  Jackie Hart reported that she visited Betty, but Marilyn was not in.  Carl Schaeffer is going into CL Regional for a procedure.

Joann Letson reported that Larry Phillion, a visitor, who lives in Nassau Bay started treatment for cancer this week. 

Elder Remaks

Kathy Braeuer reported that the Elders are reading & discussing the book, “Seven Habits of Successful Churches” which deals with growing your church into an effective church.  She reported that we have a new family, The Smiths, joining the church.  She also reported on the WPC Angels, a Senior Ministry, which is in the development stage.  A luncheon will be held May 18th at 11:30 for all those interested and all deacons are welcome.  Jerri Terry is working on the Addiction Ministry, which is also in the development stage. Presently, all changes in address are communicated to the church secretary who makes the appropriate changes.  In past years, this was not tracked and we are blessed to have Carolyn do so.

Zone Information- Paula Bray reported that Peggy Brennan  is having chemotherapy and her son-in-law had emergency surgery.  

Liz Clifford reported that Michelle Dupont had hand surgery last week & is doing well. 

Judy Ota reported that zone 14 has been very supportive of the Jones’s & have signed up for 6 weeks food delivery.  She also reported that Ruth & Bill McDonald are getting along ok, but Bill is unable to come to church.  The Senior Ministry us working on creating a valet service that will enable seniors to be able to attend church.
