Also in attendance were Rev. Helen DeLeon and Elder Kathy Braeuer.  Moderator Jamee Wilson called the meeting to order at 7:05pm.  Paula Bray opened the meeting with the poem “Desiderata” and a word of prayer. 
Welcome New Deacons:  Again, we are pleased to welcome the new members present during the meeting: Phyllis Koenig and Tom Writer.  
Session Report:  Kathy reported that the last Session meeting dealt mainly with the budget.
Pastor Report:  WPC will be visited by the Prebytery’s visioning elder, Mary Marcott.  She will be visiting with various groups and individuals.  Then she is tasked to write three potential future visions for our church.  Mark and Nina are developing a series of home meetings to include everyone in the congregation that will focus on Worship and Education.  They will take place in the afternoons, evenings and Saturdays.

Old Business:  
· The Blood Drive was a success.  We collected 17 pints of blood, with 5 people from the community coming in to give blood.

New Business:  
· Deacon Officer Nominating Committee:  Jamee, Joann and Richard volunteered for this committee.  Candidates for the three offices need to be found before the next meeting.  Please e-mail Jamee if you are interested in serving as one of the officers by Oct 11th.
· Christmas Gathering:  This year, the Christmas Gathering will be at the home of Janie Murray during the regular December Deacon meeting time: Dec 1st at 6:30PM.
· Annual Report to Session: Jamee will compile the report.  She asks that all of the committee chairs send her a report before Nov 4th.  The annual report and the joint meeting with the Session are required by the Book of Order.

· Revised Communion Preparation Procedure:  Jamee has revised the Communion Preparation Procedure and passed out copies to all Deacons present.

· Request for Payment Forms:  If you need reimbursement for items purchased for the Deacon Board, please fill out the correct “Request for Payment” form.  The blank forms are located behind the Treasurers Desk in the office.  Pass the completed form with receipts to Jamee.  Jamee and Kathy Braeuer need to approve the request before it is forwarded to the Church Treasurer.
· Asa Hunt Lecture on Spirituality and Healing:  This event is scheduled on the same evening as the November Deacon Meeting.  The board decided to hold its regular meeting.  There was not strong interest in driving across town during a week night.

· The memorial service for Steve Schulz will be held on Saturday, Oct 8th at 10:00AM.  The family is doing as well as can be expected.  They need our support and prayers.  Some help will be needed to set up on Friday morning at 10:00AM.  More help will be needed on Saturday to finish preparing for the reception and clean-up afterwards.

· Jane Markley is home.  Her three daughters are providing care for Jane.  She will need some time to recuperate.  Due to her illness, she has resigned from the Deacon board.
