Moderator Kim Harano called the meeting to order at 6:31 pm with a devotional & prayer led by Paula Bray.

Pastor Remarks- Helen reported that Ruth Hendershot passed away this week and her memorial service has been set for Saturday, September 11th at 1 pm.  A light dessert reception will be held in the narthex.  Edna Arnold is settled in Regal Estates, but is still experiencing some anxiety.  Please keep her in your prayers.   The Parking Assistance program seems to be going well & the Senior Care Ministry is working on rolling out additional programs.  Luncheons are hosted monthly for seniors & their caregivers and the next luncheon is scheduled for September 21st with speaker, John Leslie.  Mary Sue Anton will be the speaker at November’s luncheon; plans are underway to secure a speaker for October.  The Transportation team is currently working on transportation to Regal Estates.  Roehmehl Dewey reported that Sonia Clement recently had surgery to repair a broken hip.

Session Report-Kathy Braeuer reported that Mark engaged the session in conversation regarding the worship experience, including sermons, music & story-telling.  Mark expressed a desire to hear more from the congregation about his sermons.  Kathy also reported that the new sign on Nasa Parkway is up and running.  The WPC cookbook is in the works, but Joan McMillan let the session know that there must be a commitment of at least 300 orders by September 15th, to go forward.  Michael Cooper was thanked for her help with The Seniors Ministry.  Kathy reported that Youth Pastor, Caressa Murray will have 6 weeks maternity leave plus 2 weeks vacation/study leave.  She also reported that WPC is still looking for a Sexton.  Kathy announced that budget figures need to be turned in as soon as possible, in order to be presented next month.  There will be no catered Stewardship Luncheon this year.

Sandra Dwyer reported that Kristi Russell will be having surgery on Sept 10th and asked that deacons log on to Take a Meal to sign up for a meal using the name Russell & the code 7049.  Discussion ensued regarding broadening the awareness of the site & Helen recommended a constant contact blast be used to advertise the service.

Michael Cooper provided training to the Deacons on utilizing the AED units.  These units are only to be used on those who are not responsive, not breathing & who do not have a pulse.  She demonstrated how to check for breathing and how to check for a pulse on the neck for an adult and the underside of the upper arm on children.  Baring the chest is a must when using the unit & this includes jewelry, bras etc.  She also reminded responders to assign someone to call 911 or call themselves if the only responder.  If a single responder, call 911 first, then administer CPR & AED.

Old Business- Minutes from the August meeting were approved with changes made prior to the meeting.

Kim announced that it’s Hurricane season & each Deacon should have emergency contact sheets on each of their zone members.  Please be sure these are up to date.  Helen gave out her cell phone number to everybody.  Kim asked that each deacon remember to take their zone information with them in case of evacuation.  JoAnn Letson asked about zone members who have not attended in several years.  Helen advised keeping track of attempts to contact, along with any or no responses.

New Business-Kim announced a call to help refurbish the Presbytery offices & encouraged deacons to let their zone members know about the need. 

Zone Information-Kim visited Clete Booher in Methodist & he may be released tomorrow.  Paula Bray reported that Peggy Brennan is not doing well since her last procedure & Dorothy Kennedy is experiencing  difficulty.  Mary Wynn Perryman, Jackie Hart’s sister-in-law will be released to hospice soon.  Michael Bradley reported John Knight is doing well & Roemehl Dewey stated that Sonia Clement is not in need of food at this time. 

Committee Updates/Reports- Immediate Care will need help at the service/reception for Ruth Hendershot.  Transportation-Joe Schwarz reported that he has about half the number of people he needs to transport Dorothy & Edna from Regal Estates to church & back.  The Skiles’ transportation is set .  Sandy Dwyer reported that Young At Heart went to the Harbour Playhouse to see Get Smart & eat at La Brisa & had a turnout of 26 people.  September 16th YAH will be going to Galveston to take the Hurricane Ike Dead Tree Sculpture Tour & visit the Sunflower Café.  Communications-Judy reported that each Sunday between now & Oct 10th there will be sign-ups in the narthex for church directory pictures.  Pictures will begin Monday, Oct 11.
