Youth Ministry Committee
Minutes for April 19, 2007 Meeting

To encounter the loving God, to learn to be faithful followers of Jesus Christ, to share the Good News,

Request(s) for Session Action:  Request Session approval of Patty Kloves as a Jr. High PYC Sponsor.
Information for Session:  Rebekah Spivey was elected by the communicant youth as the Youth Representative to the 2007 Nominating Committee.

Attendees:  Pam Millsap (Sr. High Youth Planning Team Chair), Nina Moede (Jr. High Youth Planning Team Chair), Watson Dupont (Elder), Chuck Moede (Elder)

1.  The meeting began at 7:17 p.m. with a word/share/prayer led by Pam, working with Mark’s topic about our purpose and being important in the lives of our youth.  Several prayer requests were offered, and Watson led us in prayer. 
2.  The agenda was reviewed and approved without change.
3.  The committee had planned to receive a presentation from the Jr. Highs on the plans for the May Youth Worship Service that they will be presenting, but no one was present.  Nina offered to contact Jenny.

Action:  Nina will contact Jenny, get the worship service materials and plans, and e-mail the information to the committee members for review, comment, and approval.

4.  Pam and Nina presented information on Sr. High and Jr. High status, plans and schedules.  Nina will be getting the cake for the Confirmation Sunday reception, and will coordinate with Fellowship & Welcoming on plans to have that reception in the Fellowship Hall Narthex as part of the luncheon planned for May 20.  There is a need to identify people to be responsible for clean-up of the reception.  The Jr. High Team will be sending a letter to all incoming 6th graders and their parents with the June newsletter and information about how the team communicates.  The letter will include a request for e-mail ID’s and release form(s) to be completed.  The committee agreed to have a combined ice cream after the Youth Musical and reception on May 13th.  Chuck reported that the communicant youth, per the Church Bylaws, elected Rebekah Spivey on April 1st as the Youth Representative to the 2007 Nominating Committee.
Action:  Jr. High Youth Planning Team will identify people to be responsible for clean-up of the Confirmation Class reception.
5.  The committee discussed the Big Sibling/Little Sibling project and its kickoff.  The next event will be dinner following Confirmation Class on Saturday, May 5th (which will be at Jason’s Deli).  Nina agreed to ask Amy and Karen to remind the Big Siblings to keep in touch with their siblings and about the upcoming dinner.  There was discussion about the youth needing to be sensitive to the requests that were submitted in the signup process.  Also, the committee agreed to ask Karen and Amy to compile a handbook about how the project was put together and works, and any lessons learned.
Action:  Nina will ask Amy and Karen to (a) get a reminder out to the Big Siblings, and (b) to put together a handbook.

6.  The committee discussed teacher and sponsor needs for both groups.  Nina presented the plans for summer and fall in Jr. High, and that Patty Kloves will be a PYC Sponsor for the summer.  Wonderful Wednesdays will be using the Guys/Girls curriculum (approved and used previously) for the summer, and is looking at utilizing college-age leaders with adult support.  Watson noted that he will be moving out of a teaching role in adult Sunday School and is available for Sr. High; so we signed him up for the fall.  Pam reported on people that the SHYPT had identified and approached (or will be asking) for Sr. High Sunday School and Sr. High Connections (Wednesday program).  On the latter, India Allen has agreed to provide support for the planned program.
Action:  Request Session approval of Patty Kloves as a Jr. High PYC Sponsor.
7.  Chuck presented information from the Communications Team meeting, including plans to have committees assigned a month for providing front page inputs.  The committee briefly discussed possible months for consideration; May (for Confirmation, graduates, promotion in youth) and February (Super Bowl sandwiches, Souper Bowl of Caring, Valentine Dinner Dance) were identified as good candidates.
Action:  The JHYPT and SHYPT each need to develop plans for their respective classrooms and submit to the YMC; should be addressed in the teams’ upcoming meetings.

8.  The refurbishment plans for the youth rooms were briefly discussed.  The Sr. High PYC schedule has the youth working on the rooms on April 29th, and Chuck reported that plan has been coordinated with Ross Looney for Building & Grounds.  That PYC will also involve getting youth inputs on layout and look of the Sr. High room.  Each team needs to continue working plans for the rooms.
9a.  Watson gave an APNC report, and noted that the committee got to meet their Presbytery liaison, James Harper, who is a Sr. Pastor at First Presbyterian and was an intern at WPC when John Musgrave was here.  The APNC has finished the CIF and Kimberly Glaus-Late will present it for approval at the upcoming Session meeting.  The Presbytery Committee on Ministry is scheduled to meet on May 1st and the APNC would like to get their approval of the CIF then.  Watson had taken the JHYPT and SHYPT inputs for the upcoming candidate visit to the APNC.  The committee refined the request to Saturday, 1:00 – 2:30 for Jr. High and 7:00 – 8:30 for Sr. High; time would also allow someone from APNC to talk with the youth while the candidate meets with the adult leaders (also with someone from APNC).  On Sunday, the candidate would visit the Sr. High Sunday School class the first half of the hour, giving an opening devotional, and the Jr. High class the second half, giving a closing devotional.  

Action:  Watson will take the rough schedule requests to APNC for consideration and approval.
9b.  The committee brainstormed strategic plans and long and mid-range goals, initiatives, objectives, hopes; what we want to accomplish in WPC’s Youth Ministry.  The inputs generated will be provided to the committee separately, and will be considered as part of the committee’s upcoming retreat.

10.  Chuck reminded the committee about the retreat on May 5th from 9:00 – 1:00, and to continue thinking about initiatives to be considered.
11.  Chuck asked that both teams be reminded that the deadline for inputs for the June WPC Newsletter is May 14th.  The committee discussed candidate topics, including the Mission Trip and the trip report on July 1st during the Sunday School hour, the Jr. High youth preparation of the May Youth Worship Service, summer plans, and (always) Sunday School, PYC, and mission/service projects.  Any other ideas are always welcome.  The committee also decided to send a specific e-mail invitation for the May youth service to the Jr. High parents.
Action:  Chuck will respond to Adult Ed Sunday School Team with agreement on having the Sr. High Mission Trip Report on July 1st.  He will also inform Children’s Ministry of the report for their planning purposes.

Action:  JHYPT will send e-mail invitations to Jr. High parents for the May youth service.

12.  There was no additional/new business.

13.  The actions of the meeting were reviewed.  The following request for Session action was identified:

Request Session approval of Patty Kloves as a Jr. High PYC Sponsor.
14.  The next YMC meeting was set for Thursday, May 17th at 7:00, with WSP by Chuck.  Pam noted that she will be teaching during evenings in June, and so the committee will need to look at its June meeting day/time at next month’s meeting.
