Adult Ministry Committee Minutes

April 10, 2008
The meeting began with devotion at 6:30 on April 10, 2008. Attending were Rev. Helen DeLeon, Liz Loynes, Rowena Colwell and Al Manson. 

Covenant Groups

Jane Markley could not attend but provided a written report as follows: 

 
The Covenant Group Team is very excited and busy working on Summer Round Tables. This will be kicked-off on June 1st with a gathering of Deacon Zones in the Fellowship Hall. We will have two deacon zones to a table, the deacons will provide the initial facilitation, (they may provide snacks for their zone members) and Mark has agreed to have the questions on the day's scripture ready.
            At Covenant Team meeting, we designated someone to be available to tell people what deacon group they are in if needed and another person to direct them to the correct table. I will be the Moderator for that first day, start with prayer, introduce the process, and call time when they should be winding up. At the first session Mary Lawrence will move people to different tables if a group is too small or too large.  
     
We need a few floaters to make sure table conversations are flowing, ask if any help is needed, and, if so, facilitate for a little while. If the floaters find that people are not floundering, they will then sit with their own zone. 
   
There will be an article in the May Newsletter explaining and inviting people to the Summer Round Tables.  In addition, each deacon will send a more personal letter to each person in his/her zone. Michael Cooper, who is both a deacon and on the Sunday school team, is drafting a template for that letter. 
 
I will contact Jennifer Carr about having extra coffee, lemonade, and water available from "Wholy Grounds" for June 1st, and maybe all summer. We are starting this program with the 5 Sundays in June, and hope it will go all summer. 

The committee also addressed the meeting place for Summer Round Tables.  Initially the plan was to meet in the Fellowship Hall; however, that area will be set up for VBS and make meeting there on June 8 difficult.  A decision was not made at this meeting.


Jane also reported that a Covenant Group requested approval to study the video, “Touched by an Angel”.  The committee approved this request.

Women’s Ministry

Rev. DeLeon reported that there would be a Kick-Off for the Women’s Retreat on Friday, April 11 at 7:00 p.m. in Bouton Hall. Sylvia Washer, who will be the featured speaker at the Women’s Retreat, will be in attendance at the Kick-Off meeting.

Library

Rowena Colwell reported that there continues to be an overabundance of equipment in the library that appears to be old, unserviceable or unused.  She talked with some of the leaders of the Children and the Youth to get an understanding of whether they intended to use this equipment.  Rowena reported that a number of videos would be moved from the library to children’s classroom to facilitate their use.  She will continue to attempt to determine if this equipment is usable or needed and would appreciate input from anyone who can help make this determination.  Her goal is to determine which pieces of this equipment are needed and dispose of the rest.

The committee continued the discussion of a board to research, plan, and implement special events and seminars. The committee reviewed the draft of a letter that will be sent to nine potential board members describing the general ideas and benefits of special events and asking for their participation.  At the meeting in May the committee plans to formalize a list of potential board members and approve a letter of recruitment.
