The Webster Presbyterian Church (WPC) Congregation met in a called meeting on Sunday, April 6, 2008, immediately following the 11:00 a.m. worship service.  

The meeting was opened with prayer by the Moderator Reverend Mark Cooper at 12:15 p.m.  Clerk of Session Gene Fisseler was appointed Secretary. A quorum was declared present.

Reverend Cooper stated the purposes of the meeting: to receive the report from the Associate Pastor Nominating Committee (APNC), to present the proposed terms of call, to vote on the motion to extend a call to the candidate, and to dismiss the APNC.
Kimberly Glaus-Late, Chair of the APNC, introduced the committee members: Watson Dupont, Laura Grady, Erik Kinzler, Phyllis Koenig, Jennifer Paden, and Elizabeth Stoltz.  On behalf of the APNC, she moved that Caressa Lynn Murray be called by the Congregation to serve as Associate Pastor of Children, Youth and Families.  The motion was seconded.  
Kimberly described the amazing journey the APNC had traveled to arrive at this nomination and some of the candidate’s background. The Terms of Call were presented.  The total compensation package inclusive of salary, housing, and contribution to the Board of Pensions is $58,323. 
The Congregation did elect, by acclamation, Caressa Lynn Murray to serve as its Associate Pastor of Children, Youth and Families.

The Congregation elected three members of the APNC (Kinzler, Koenig, and Grady) to sign the Call for presentation to the Presbytery of New Covenant. 

The Congregation congratulated the APNC for its work and voted to dismiss the APNC with its thanks. 
Caressa was invited back to the meeting and was greeted by the Congregation singing the Doxology followed by a standing ovation. 

The purposes of the meeting having been accomplished the meeting was closed with prayer by Rev. Mark Cooper at 12:40 p.m. and with an invitation to join a reception following the meeting in the Fellowship Hall Foyer.
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
