COMMITTEE MEETING

April 21, 2008

Attending were Al Manson: Chairman of Adult Ministry,  and Cathy Black: Chairman of Children Ministry and Helen DeLeon, Staff Advisor.  The meeting was opened with prayer.

The agenda of this meeting was to give each of the ministry areas the opportunity to review their status and immediate needs.  These will be reported by each Ministry to the Session under their own report.  It is intended that each of the three Ministry areas will continue to make their own report to the Session.  Those issues which required the attention of  the Christian Nurture Committee were addressed at the time of the individual report.

Plans for Vacation Bible School are progressing well and the Children’s Ministry has been discussing support needs with Youth and Adult Ministries.  Since the VBS will be using the Fellowship Hall, the Adult Sunday School Team will make adjustments in their location for the 8th of June.  

Rally Day is being planned for September 7th and Children’s Ministry has asked the Youth and Adult Ministries to provide representatives at the next planning meeting.

Children’s Ministry reviewed with the committee the Age Appropriate Leaning Objectives being proposed for the Children’s Programs.  It was agreed that the appropriate people from Children and Youth Ministries should review these objectives as to meeting both needs and advise the Christian Nurture Committee as to their results.

Children’s Ministry also briefed the Committee on its proposal for a Children’s/Youth Safety Commission-Background Checks.  The CE Committee agreed with the need to establish a team made up of a representative from Children Ministry and Youth Ministry and one parent and proceed as quickly as possible to meeting these requirements.  

The Adult Ministry briefed the Committee on the concept of a Special Events/Seminar Team which would be made up of interested church members to help plan  and organize lectures and/or seminars that would  be of interest and answer needs of the whole congregation and would appeal to the outside community.  Although the focus would be on adult programs, it was agreed that Youth and Children Ministries would also find possibilities in working with this group.  The Adult Ministry is working on  identifying candidates and recruiting support for the Team.

The meeting was closed with prayer.  The next meeting is scheduled for May 9, 2008.
