1. Edna opened with a devotional from Psalms, based on a 2008 Guidepost article.
2. Opening Prayer - Edna
3. Time and Talent Lists - James (Provided from Connie) 
The committee reviewed the list of time and talent that indicated interest in missions and the Mission Committee.  Actions:  Carl to call all HFH folks, Coco – call Rosie Cade, and Crop Walk folks, Kim – contact a prospect to lead minutes for mission for the balance of 2009. 
4. Houston Interfaith Worker Justice Status – Jennifer
Jennifer presented her project on working with HIWJ, she presented the goals of the project, timeline, and the funds required.  Jennifer is applying for the grants from the Presbytery Outreach Committee seed funds.   Carl Allen moved that the Mission Committee fund Jennifer’s project with the understanding that, if the Presbytery Outreach Committee, funds the grant request, the funds will be used to reimburse the Committee’s budget.  Mission Committee approved the motion.
5. Lynn Johnson Social Justice Fund - Connie and James 
No report available – defer to next month
6. One Great Hour of Sharing Status – Diane
Diane presented how that offering is used at the Palm Sunday.    $2800+ funds  were donated on Palm Sunday by the congregation. 

7. Women Build Status – Jackie
Canceled the Women Build scheduled in March, due to wet conditions.  Jackie was given two options for dates for us to build.  She will email out those dates to volunteers to see how we can best participate?
8. Carl Allen presented a date of April 25, 2009 for Habitat for Humanity build in Dickinson.  He will send out emails advertising this date and build.  There are two houses to be worked on, with three churches working together on that day.
9. Family Promise - Kim/Jackie 
The FP group met and the paperwork has been completed for the 501 (3)(c).  The charter name of the group is Family Promise of Clear Creek.   WPC has a board member position.  Once the charter is accepted by the State, the name will be official.  The organization is actively looking for funding.  The first activity will be at St. Andrews Church in Pearland, April 19 at 6:00pm,a Eucharist with music of  U2 featured .  Kim will investigate having one at WPC.  Bylaws for the new organization are being created as well.  It will take approximately 18 months for the organization to be sound enough to begin hosting families.   On April 27, a meeting will be held at First United Methodist Church of Pearland for people to come and find out more the organization.  Helen asked about what the requirements are for host churches, in order for us to evaluate whether WPC could be a host church.  Jackie Allen will assist with that evaluation over the next 6 months.
10. The Metropolitan Organization – Helen
This is an active org in Houston.  They organize other orgs for social justice.  They are looking to organize churches in our area of the county.  WPC was the first church contacted.  They have asked to come to WPC and brief us.  Action to James to follow up with Mary Marcotte, prior to inviting the organization to brief the Committee.  
11. The Institute for Civility in Government – Helen
Cassandra Dahnke called Helen and asked her to participate in a May trip with disadvantaged youth to Washington, D.C.   Helen can attend, its ~ $800.00 cost.  WPC could send a student or Helen to this event.  Motion brought forth to just support financially at $500 ($600 spent in 2008)  Motion passed.  It was also agreed to begin trying to recruit someone from the congregation to participate in this organization’s trip so WDC.  Kimberly Glaus-Late is active and may go on a trip in June.  
12. Ubuntu founder and leader, LaDonna Sanders – Helen
Helen is chairing the Focus Planning Team at Presbytery this year – focusing on the emerging church.  LaDonna has been invited to offer workshops on global mission and Ubuntu.  If she comes, she could be available to preach on World Communion Sunday (Helen would have to work that out with Mark).  We would have to fund the airfare for her from South Africa.  Motion passed to putt $300.00 towards this mission, and for Helen to look for other ways to help fund this cost.  The Presbytery can pay up to $500.  Helen will apply for grants from the Presbytery’s Outreach Committee and the Lynn Johnson Social Justice Fund. 
13. Other Committee Reports – All
a) Diane brought up that we are in a hurricane cycle, and asked if we could organize an effort to help folks before, during, and after a hurricane.  Emergency contact list, etc.  James wants to include the deacons in this effort.  Diane suggested putting a call in the newsletter.
b) Kimberly presented Bread for the World – goal is to consolidate the Federal Governments foreign aid.  Kim will send off for the offering packet of letters.
