1. The Circle of Pray-ers are actively recruiting members to join the Circle.  They continue to pray for approximately 25-30 persons per week  (80/month) plus those serving in the military.   When requested for a person to be placed on the Circle of Prayer they usually remain there for two weeks unless the request is specified differently.  All those on the orange slips on Sunday mornings are placed on the Circle on Mondays each week and those in the Sunday bulletin.  
2. The Stephens Ministers are scheduled as recommended by the Deacons, and requested to Helen DeLeon.  We have two support Stephens Ministers and six available trained Ministers that are currently serving.  Several are assigned to those that are in need of their services.  All are kept confidential.  The Stephens Ministers meet monthly to support each other and for continuing education and continue to work in the background to our visible church to assist those in spiritual/emotional need.
3. The Deacon Board met on April 2, 2009.   The meeting dates will remain on the first Thursday of each month.  The minutes of that meeting are attached.  The Deacon bulletin board is being updated with photos taken after the Board meeting.  The Deacons approved the request to the Session to host Health Yes!, a health screening program to be conducted in June in our facilities. Tests: Stroke/Carotid Artery Disease; Abdominal Aortic Aneurysm; Peripheral Artery Disease (these three for $139). Risk of Heart Disease; Osteoporosis (all five for $169).

Deacons approved a motion by Pat Hunter, seconded by Roemehl Dewey, to request approval of Session to offer this opportunity as part of our commitment to Community Outreach.

Zone Information: Deacons shared updated or new information about specific members and needs in their zones. All of those mentioned are included in the prayer circle.

Committee Reports:

The Transportation committee indicated a need for an updated list of available drivers from the new Time and Talent lists.

Young at Heart’s next two events are a visit to Belville Castle and an Astros game.

Communications reported that the new deacon pictures are in the framing process. Judy Ota had requested approval from Building and Grounds to hang the pictures in the hall off the Narthex instead of in the Education building hallway. Pastor Helen advised her that the request first requires approval of the Worship committee.
