Worship Committee Report
April 2013
The members of the worship committee include Jeanette Booher (usher coordinator), Helen DeLeon, Glenn and Geri Foster, Judy Ford, Diane Kane/Sandy Murphy (Bible by Heart representatives), Kimberly Glaus Läte, Mary Lawrence, Chuck Moede (audio visual team coordinator), Nina Moede, Helen Rose Moore (pastoral liaison), Helen Deleon (associate pastor).
The committee met on April 16, 6:30p – 8:35pm, in the Meeting Room.  The standing committee meeting occurs on the third Tuesday of each month.
Lenten activities debrief – Nina reviewed written comments that were forwarded to the team prior to the meeting.  The comments team members received regarding Lenten/Holy Week activities were overwhelmingly positive.  Attendance at Maundy Thursday/Good Friday services was around 120 each, Easter Sunday was around 300.
Report from Ushers – Helen Rose provided clarification about when the children will be returned to the narthex to meet with their families (during the last song).  The ushers will be reminded to check the sanctuary doors following second service, to ensure they are locked.
Bible by Heart – Storytellers are lined up through Pentecost.

Music Team – Glenn reported plans to purchase area mikes to support church activities, including the youth musical.  He also reported a possible opportunity to purchase a pair of timpani, pending investigation as to quality.  Funds for these purchases are available through a directed gift from Ken and Ginny Jones’ family.  
Topics for general discussion – 

· Communion serving teams – a called volunteer will be identified to coordinate communion serving teams, to reduce the time required to serve communion during second service.
· Order of service – the order of service for second service has been established and will continue as-is.

· Worship days/times – the session is asked to consider the possibility of holding the contemporary service on Saturday late afternoon/early evening, and having Christian education on Wednesday evenings, instead of between the services on Sunday.  As family lifestyles and community demographics are changing, WPC (and the denomination as a whole) should consider how best to schedule worship and education opportunities to enable people to participate in ways that work for them.

Commendations will be posted in the May newsletter recognizing the team that planned and installed the acoustic treatment in the Fellowship Hall and the Lenten/Holy Week planning team.
