Welcome and Call to Order by Moderator Rev. Dr. Keith Uffman at 7:04 p.m.
A quorum was declared present consisting of the following:

The Session approved the agenda.
The Session approved a motion from the Welcoming Committee to accept Nancy Steger in to the WPC family by reaffirmation of faith.
Pastor Keith led the Session in a spiritual leadership development activity about Discovering the Balanced Vision of Christian Practice, six ways of being a Christian in history, and Tony Le Cara led the Session is a recitation of “It would be so easy, Lord…” by Michel Quoist. The Session approved a motion from the Mission Committee to allow the “Feed the Condor” campaign to raise funds to support the Ayaviri, Peru, friendship trip scheduled for August 4-14, 2017.
The Session approved a motion from the Care Task Force, in conjunction with the Special Gifts & Endowments Committee,  to use the $10,000 in the Mary Sumrall-Sydnor Transplant Fund for: Fund a system to light the stained glass cross at the chancel inside the sanctuary so it can be seen at night ($500); either donate a large sum toward the repair/enhancement of the organ or toward repairing and replacing the light fixtures over the choir loft; and provide funding for the Summer Enrichment Series (the balance of the fund not used for first two items.)
The Session approved a motion from the Worship, Arts, and Music (WAM) Committee and the Presbyterian Women (the national women's organization of the PCUSA) to celebrate communion by intinction during the worship service at the Spring Gathering of Presbyterian Women, on Saturday, April 29, 2017, at Webster Presbyterian Church.  The service will be led by Pastor Helen DeLeon and communion will be served by WPC Elders and Deacons.
At 8:54 p.m., the Session approved a motion to extend the order of the day by 10 minutes.
The Session approved a motion to allow Pastor Helen DeLeon to serve communion to the Grief Share group on their last day of class, April 5, 2017. [Note: April 5 class was cancelled due to inclement weather.  Communion was served at the rescheduled April 12 class.]
Motion for Closing Prayer & Adjournment – The purpose of the meeting having been accomplished, Pastor Keith concluded the meeting by leading the Elders in a popcorn prayer of the traits or characteristics that we, as Ruling Elders, should model for our Elder Under 21, who was attending his first meeting of Session.
