PRESBYTERY MEETING REPORT

When was Presbytery? Saturday, March 19, 2022 via zoom from 10A-3P.

Who went from WPC? Mary Lawrence, Tamar W. and Jeannette Booher.

We had lots to do.

We started by dissolving two churches from the Presbytery; 


St. Lukes, in Cleveland, and University Presbyterian, Houston

Then we dismissed the congregation of Tiki Island Chapel to the Evangelical Presbyterian Church effective March 19, 2022. 

We approved the Synod of the Sun Partnership for Disaster Recovery. This will be a Synod level position able to help coordinate between the presbyteries when disaster recovery is needed. Hopefully able to get some non profits connected quickly and better to their strengths. 

*Ecclesiastical Affairs Committee 

To approve the overture from the Woodlands Community Presbyterian Church. This would be a 'middle ground'; on funding oil/gas discussion. This area has to take into account many work in those fields and are in the pews across this Presbytery.

*Evangelism & Church Growth 

To concur with the overture from San Fernando Presbytery.  Task force would make sure our wording and things that need to be done will work for the New Worshiping Communities around the country; so those are able to have elders and such. Task Force start in 2022 and report in 2024.

Then we had to approve the Presbytery budget. They figure we will have $100,000 less this year, and two Presbytery staff positions had to be let go; their last day was March 31, 2022.

Then we are able to do some positive things starting with calls to Presbytery for several churches:

The call between Katy, Grand Lakes and Rev. Tyler Henderson (3/4 vote req.).  The commissioning of RE Nancy Diaz to service at Houston, San Pablo + Trinity. 

Ended with Commissioning for 225th General Assembly for 2022 two new people, and two alternates.

Next Presbytery Meeting: July 16, 2022, and they hope this one will be in person.
