MOTION:   Worship Arts and Music moves that the contract between Webster Presbyterian Church and Clear Creek Community Theatre to rent rehearsal space (room 205) be extended through December 31, 2024.

Rationale:  This group intends to be a major player in the Sanctuary for the Arts Ministry in the future.  There have been some hiccups related to use of our facility that have been worked out.  (As an example, no rehearsals have been scheduled during Family Promise Weeks). 

Financial Implication:  Currently the theater is paying $125 per month to use room 205 up to four days per week from 7pm to 10pm.  Should they lease the fellowship hall as a venue, they will follow the booking procedures outlined in the Facilities Use Policy.

MOTION:  Worship Arts and Music moves that all of the dates requested by Clear Creek Community Theatre to hold performances in the Fellowship Hall be accepted.  They are all currently available on the Church Calendar, and they have agreed to conform with the Facilities Use Policy.    (A committee chaired by Priscilla Stilwell is working on amending the policy for SFTA events.  This committee includes representatives from Worship, Campus Management, Fellowship, and the congregation at large.)  The ad hoc committee is authorized by the session to negotiate any terms of the Facilities agreement.  Proposal is attached.

Rationale: This group intends to be a major player in the Sanctuary for the Arts Ministry in the future.  This relationship between WPC and CCT grows both organization’s standing in the community.  There will be quite a few people attending the performances that know nothing about WPC until they get here, and they will see that we are a warm, accepting, and vibrant, faith community.

Financial Implication:  See the red type after each proposed date. CCCT has been very diligent in assuring our committee that we can co-habit the space during the week and during coffee hour, even on performance days.  They will be managing their own concessions, security, and audio visuals (per the state policy) The stage area can be cardoned off and no chairs set up except on performance days so that FH can be used for other events during the day.  CCCT has said that they will clean the FH Hall after each performance, but does request that the bathrooms in the Admin building be cleaned by our staff on performance days. The current proposal is to pay the stated rental charge on performance days only.  We will not charge for the space during set-up and “dark days”  The regular rehearsal charge of $125 per month will be collected, whether they rehearse in room 206 or the Fellowship Hall.  For the 3 performances in 2024, we stand to collect $10,400.

JANUARY- Agatha Christie - 1st Friday Jan 10th 

Right now planning a unique 1 Act running time about 45 min to an hour.  Probably 3 days
I won't know available Bayou dates until mid April but based on previous conversation I suspect we would be looking for a performance weekend (or two) at the Fellowship hall sometime in the fall of this year and then in 2025 scattered.

 Wedding Singer rehearsals likely to start the week of April 22nd but not all will be held at WPC. I'll get you a schedule as soon as I can. 

Auditions for Sherlock likely first weekend in June.
