REPORT FOR AUGUST 2007

The Care Ministry of Webster Presbyterian Church includes the Deacon Board, Prayer Chain, and Stephen Ministry.  Currently, there is no Care Ministry Committee, as there is no elder to chair it.  

The Deacon Board continues to meet regularly, and is planning a CPR training class, to be lead by Deacon Michael Cooper, on Sunday, September 30, 2007, from 12:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m.  Watch for more information, and plan to participate if you can.

The Prayer Chain continues its good work.  Within the next month or two, it will begin the process of refreshing the Prayer Chain for 2008 and will be recruiting a new leader to join the team as one of the current three leaders rotates off the Chain’s leadership team.

The Stephen Ministry leadership has actively been recruiting candidates to train to become Stephen Ministers.  We looked into the prospect of partnering with Clear Lake Presbyterian Church for a combined class in September.  We were unable to participate, and will offer a class beginning in February and will continue our talks with Clear Lake so they may send prospective ministers to our class if they wish.  Currently, we have three candidates who have agreed to training beginning in February, and another prospective candidate.  The leadership will continue actively to recruit with the goal of enrolling six trainees in the class.
