The meeting was called to order with prayer by John Dewey. 

Advent Planning Team:

Liz Loynes offered to be the Adult CE Ministry Committee representative.  

Proposed 2008 Budget:

The draft 2008 budget which was discussed with the committee was revised to adequately address the increase requirements in support of the Women’s Retreat and the objective to provide a Adult Ministry seminar in the Fall Term and the Spring Term.  These seminars would be other then Sunday School.  The Library has not been funded for the last two years and requires funding support for 2008.  The Adult Curriculum requirements have grown and will require additional funding from previous years.  The Young Adults program has lacked any support over the last two years and the committee has agreed to make support for this program an objective for 2008.  The proposed budget for the Adult Ministry will be forwarded to the Session for consideration.

Pastor Led Programs:
Mark shared with the committee some of his thoughts on adult programs which he would like the committee support.  Mark will be leading a Sunday School class, called Discovering the Bible, which is a Kerygma program.   He envisions this course as a continuing Sunday School class.  The material for the students cost is $28.00 per person.  It was agreed that the Adult Ministry would pay for $13.00 of the material, leaving the students with a cost of $15.00.  Mark is also suggesting to lead a class on Thursday evenings, starting on 13 September.  This class is called “Living the Question”.  Each session involves fellowship, with a light dinner, followed by a DVD series and discussion on Christianity and how it fits into today’s society.  The committee will support Mark with advertising of the program and a sign-up table in the narthex.  Mark also discussed with the committee ideas which he had for additional programs to address our objective to have a Fall & Spring adult seminar.

Rally Day:

Tony LeCara and John Dewey have been the committee’s representatives for preparations of  Rally Day.  Rally Day is scheduled for 9 Sept.  Mark agreed with the committee that an extended Minute for Mission, during both services, to advertise the Adult Programs would be helpful.  The same brochure, advertising the adult programs,  which is being distribute to the adult session of Rally Day, will be placed in the pews for service attendees.  All of our members of our adult programs will be encouraged to attend the Rally Day celebrations.  

Adult Teachers and Leaders:

There was very beneficial discussion concerning how to better attract new teachers for our Sunday School classes and leaders for our committee.  Mary Lawrence and Jane Markley agreed on working together to provide a Teacher Training workshop on 3 November.  All of the bible study, Sunday School  and covenant groups will be asked to help identify interested persons. 

Adult Book Study Group: 

The committee reviewed and approved the Sunday School Team recommendation for the next Book for consideration by the Adult Book Study Group.  The name of the book is, “The Politics of Jesus”, by Obery M. Hendricks.  A motion will be made to the Session, requesting approval.

Miscellaneous:

Very positive discussions also addressed other concerns such as the Young Adult program, procurement of other classroom materials for the Adult classes, the upcoming Stewardship campaign and how to best support the Children’s Ministry plans for a “parenting room”.
Mark closed the meeting with prayer.
