Youth Ministry Committee
Minutes for August 23, 2007 Meeting

Request(s) for Session Action:  Request Session approval of the following curriculums for use in Jr. High Sunday School:  Creative Bible Lessons in Genesis, Creative Bible Lessons in 1 & 2 Timothy and Titus, and Dares from Jesus.  All are produced by Youth Specialties Books and published by Zondervan.
Attendees:  Nina Moede (Jr. High Youth Planning Team Chair), Watson Dupont (Elder), Chuck Moede (Elder)

Excused:  Pam Millsap (Sr. High Youth Planning Team Chair)

1. The meeting was opened at 7:10 with sharing, prayer requests, and prayer by Nina.

2. The committee reviewed and approved the message created by Karen Moede for the August 26th Youth Worship Service, which included a slide show with music, accompanied by a dance she choreographed, a reading of “Footprints” and her thoughts on where God is for us.

3. The committee reviewed upcoming schedules and plans for both groups.  In particular it was noted that there will be a pre-Crop Walk for the youth on 9/30 that will allow them to attend the Presbytery Youth Rally on 10/7, the date of the area-wide Crop Walk.  Youth have been supporting the planning meetings for the Crop Walk, and will be planning and presenting skits to encourage congregation-wide participation.

Nina asked that 3 curriculums be submitted to Session for approval for use in Jr. High Sunday School, and they are Creative Bible Lessons in Genesis, Creative Bible Lessons in 1 & 2 Timothy and Titus, and Dares from Jesus.  The Genesis curriculum will be used first.

The youth music programs were noted as starting on 9/9, and Chuck will confirm that with George Gray.  The committee noted that Laura Shipman will not be serving as “dinner coordinator” this year and considered possible replacements.  With regard to the dinners, the committee determined to poll the youth on whether to continue 3rd Sunday pizza nights.
Action:  Submit Jr. High Sunday School curriculums to Session for approval.

Action:  Chuck will check with George Gray on plans and schedule for youth music programs.

Action:  Both teams check with groups on continuing 3rd Sunday pizza night.

4. The committee identified several potential candidates for submission to the Session meeting on 8/28 for the 3 seats on Nominating Committee.  Committee members identified people to contact to ensure that would accept the call to this service if selected.

5. The committee discussed the two seats on the Music Director Search Team designated for youth representatives, and youth who might serve.  After discussion with the youth, the names will be submitted to Al Manson and Susan Anderson, Worship & Music elders, Mark Cooper, Sr. Pastor, and Eric Late, Chair of the team.
6. The committee discussed candidates to serve as Youth Ministry representative to the Advent Planning Team.  A candidate was identified and once they have been contacted and accepted, the name will be submitted to Al Manson.

7. The committee reviewed the youth leadership positions and the current volunteer assignments and considered where openings may still exist.  Current assignments are as follows:

Sr. High Sunday School – Dennis Waehner (Lead), Elizabeth Stoltz, Watson Dupont, Pat Hunter
Jr. High Wonderful Wednesdays – Jenny Cowan (Lead)

There were several people that the committee and teams are in discussion with on filling leadership and service roles.

8. The committee noted that it will discuss at its September meeting the planning and presentation of training for youth leaders.

9. The committee reviewed the current year’s youth budget, along with available designated fund accounts, and discussed the content for the preliminary 2008 budget inputs.  The committee adhered to the direction to view this as a “dream budget” input.  There was unanimous agreement (including later review and agreement by Pam) on the need to show the church’s commitment to youth ministry in the tangible, visible statement of the operating budget, and to acquire capabilities that could significantly enhance the program.  The 2009 budget inputs will be submitted at the 8/28 Session meeting.
10. The next meeting would be on September 20th, but due to a conflict the committee will need to consider an alternative meeting date.  Nina will provide the word/share/prayer.
