Adult Ministry Committee Minutes

August 14, 2008
Motions for Session Approval: None.
The meeting began with devotion at 6:30 on August 14, 2008. Attending were Rev. Helen DeLeon, Liz Loynes, Rowena Colwell and Al Manson.  John Dewey also attended the meeting.

Covenant Groups
Jane Markley was not in attendance but she provided a detailed article for the newsletter, in support of Rally Day, that provided a status of all the Covenant Groups.  This information was shared with the committee outside the meeting.

The committee approved the book titled Traveling Light, by Max Lucado, which will be studied by a Covenant Group.

Special Events
It was reported that the Special Events Board is schedule to meet on August 19.

Women’s Ministry
The Women’s Retreat is progressing on schedule.  Pastor Helen reported that 50 women will attend the retreat next month.  

Helen also reported that letters will be sent soon announcing that Sisters-in-Faith will start on September 20 with a gathering at Laura’s Café.

Men’s Ministry

It was reported that an exploratory meeting with a number of WPC men is schedule for August 21.

Summer Round Tables
The Sunday School Team reported that the attendance to date has averaged slightly below 60.  Results of the Round Table survey were discussed.  It was agreed that the Round Tables were a good change-of-pace for the summer, a relatively large number of people enjoyed the experience and a number of attendees met other members of their Deacon Zone for the first time.  We learned that frequent emails, announcements and reminders were necessary to get participation.  It was recommended that the dynamics of the Round Tables be studied further to better understand the whys and wherefores.  The Sunday School Team suggested that Round Tables be held again next summer and that a shorter duration than three months be considered.  

Fall and Winter Curriculum

It was reported that the fall class schedule was firm and everyone was excited about the curriculum.

There is one class on September 14 titled An Epic Telling of the Book of Ecclesiastes, led by Rev. Cooper.  

Three classes start on September 21.  They are: The Multicultural Church, led by Rev. Tim Phillips, Human Suffering, led by Ed Tobia, and The God of Hope and the End of the World, led by Rev. Cooper.  

Three other classes start October 23.  They are: Being with people who have Mental Health Issues, led by Earline Willcott, Getting from Sunday to Monday, led by Mary Lawrence, and Mark’s class, which lasts the entire ten weeks.
Questionnaire

The final draft of the Sunday School survey was discussed.  The Sunday School Team recommended that the church logo be placed on the front page and a small version of the logo be on the inside if there is adequate space.  The Team decided at the last meeting to make the questionnaire available to Summer Round Table attendees on August 24 as well as presenting it on Rally Day.

Rally Day 

It was reported that Rally Day would start in the sanctuary and Adults would go to Bouton Hall at about 10:10 a.m.  The following items, from the Rally Day Planning Team, were discussed.

· We have asked people to bring snacks but still need a few more volunteers.  

· We will set-up the tables and chairs in Bouton Hall as a part of the Spruce-up activity scheduled on September 6.  We will provide Rally Day pamphlets, questionnaires and an attendance sheet on each table.

· We need to provide one Greeter from 9:30 to 10:00 a.m. on Sunday morning to help people find their areas.

· There will be three stations in the Narthex on Sunday, September 7.  We will post titles, meeting times and places for adult activities at our station. 

· We need people to be at the Adult station in the Narthex 10 minutes before and after both services to answer questions and hand out pamphlets to those who can’t remain for Rally Day.  Please volunteer for Narthex duty to Al Manson.
