Children's Ministry 2009 Budget

Our total budget proposal is $6,000.00.This will include $ 200.00  for  5201 Children's Bibles; $ 750.00 for 5205 Children's Supplies: $650.00 for 5209 Children and Youth Protection Verification; $ 500.00 for 5220 Children's Music Ministry; $500.00 for 5225 Children's Curriculum; $500.00 for 5240 Children's Leadership and Development; $400 for 5245 Children's Library/ AV/Resources ; $500.00 for 5250 Special Events; $2,000.00 for  5260 VBS. We propose that 5209 be moved to Christian Nurture. We also looked at the Designated Funds and Exchange Funds associated with children

Children Music Ministry
