Fellowship Committee Report

The fellowship team met on Thursday, August 13, 2009 in the fellowship hall warming room.  Those present were

Joan opened the meeting with a short prayer.

Jennifer advised that Caressa would be joining us at some point to discuss the Rally Day plans.  

The team reviewed the  Lunar Communion Luncheon and Ice Cream Social held in July and August respectively.  The lack of participation for the Ice Cream Social (no one brought homemade ice cream) will probably end the event for the future.  There were only about 9 children for the back to school bash but the members at the Arts and Craft fair were optimistic.  Several members sold a few items.  This might be a good thing to work on for next year. 
The team decided to leave the budget as is except to add $300 for additional plates and 9 oz. drinking cups for the congregational supplies which will include children and youth .  Currently we only buy dessert plates and small paper cups.  
We reviewed the request for the Stewardship dinner (and children’s meal). It was decided to have the chicken catered for $400 and the committees will bring the rest.  The session will have to provide set up, take down and clean up.  The children will get hotdogs, chips and cookies.  
Next on the calendar is the Shrimp boil.  The regular  team will be cooking and the rest of the fellowship team will help out in set up the evening of.  Jennifer is still looking for a location.  The pros and cons of having it in the fellowship hall were discussed.  Having it outside on the water is actually the preferred place but the FH makes it easier to setup/take down.  

There are a few items left in the Bouton Hall/Kitchen cleanup to finish – including labels and signs.  This will have to be done before WND start up.  We will get the rest of the chairs needed before then as well as replenishing missing or worn out kitchen items.  Joan and Jennifer will go to Sam’s and Ace Mart next week to get them.   We reviewed the Kitchen rules and duties of anyone using the kitchen.  Some changes were suggested and a sign will be posted in the kitchen.  Each committee will get the information with a request to share with all of their members who may use the kitchen at any time.  The issue of the ice machine was discussed.  Recently the ice machine broke down right before Judy Wilson’s big wedding reception.  B&G was able to get it repaired but late on Friday, there was very little ice in the bin.  It was discovered that someone had come in and filled coolers for Saturday.  Ice had to be purchased at the last minute.  The problem was no one knew that the ice was needed .  The team decided to post notices on the machine to please check the calendar before using all of the ice in the bin and where possible to leave some for other events where needed.
The team is going to try to have a Christmas party for everyone involved in Fellowship events and those that always help. 
We need to find a chair for the Ladies Table Top Brigade on the calendar for March 6, 2010.  
We have a couple of people who have voiced a desire to work on Fellowship next year.  Joan will continue to stay in touch with them.
Policies and Procedures are not ready for August but should be for September.  
 We decided to meet on the 2nd Monday of each month at 10 a.m. for the next few months.  We will revisit this schedule in December.  There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
