The  Care Ministry of WPC consists of the following:  Board of Deacons,  Circle of Prayers,  Stephen Ministry and the newly formed Sr. Ministry Team.

DEACON BOARD:
The Deacons met  on Thursday,  August 5th.  The July 8th meeting was cancelled due to bad weather.  Helen reported on the two recent memorial services at the church.  Also, she mentioned her recent retreat on the Book of Revelations.  She will be leaving again soon for conferences at Montreat, NC.

Leader Michael Cooper reported on the Sr. Ministry Team.  The Parking Assistance Program will begin on Sunday, August 8th.  Six parking spots on either side of the dumpster will be marked and utilized for the program.  On Tuesday, September 21st , the new Sr. luncheon mtgs. will commence and a guest speaker & author from Northwoods Presbyterian, John Leslie, will present the first program.  The Buddy System is currently in development to aid making contacts with our homebound seniors.  Eventually, this ministry will be developing respite care for caregivers and providing handyman assistance for those needing help in the home.  Deacon Joe Schwarz is continuing to assist with the Parking Program on Sundays, as well as seeking transportation for seniors to church and doctors’ appointments through the Deacon zones and volunteers.
Deacon Moderator Kim Harano and her committee have completed their project on realigning the Deacon zones to make the size of zones more equitable.  Revised zone lists were sent out and will be available soon to the congregation.  This pursuit was a much-needed and very time-consuming effort.

Jim Young and Coco Motley were warmly welcomed aboard as new Deacons filling the vacant  leads for Zones 2 & 3.

The next Deacon board meeting is scheduled for Thursday, September 2nd.
