· The organ is in need of repair; the organ curator will be performing the scheduled annual maintenance next week (which will not address the repair needs, but will generate a recommendation for additional needed work).

· Audio files of worship services since July 21 are posted on the WPC webpage.  The audio team is working on uploading audio files from earlier services.  

· The audio team requests that all worship participants requiring a microphone report to the sound booth 15 minutes prior to the start of worship, to give the audio team time to assign microphones appropriately.

· The Worship and Music team is thoughtfully considering how and when to introduce the new hymnals to the congregation, once they arrive.
