The Session heard a report on first-time guests attending worship from the Welcoming Committee.

The Session heard a report from the Capital Planning Task Force:
· Pete Koester, Stewardship & Finance elder, reported on the progress of the Capital Planning Task Force.  Sandy Mossman decided that the meeting schedule was too aggressive and declined participation.  Joe Schwarz has been asked to fill the open slot.  The group is meeting weekly through 2016 and will provide status updates to the monthly Session meetings.  A report with recommend options will be presented to Session in early 2017.
The Session heard the following new business motions:
· The Session approved a motion from the Mission Committee to host the Presbyterian Women’s annual conference, focusing this year on human trafficking, at WPC on a Saturday in the spring of 2017.

· This event will raise even awareness of human trafficking and will allow us to support our Presbyterian sisters across the New Covenant Presbytery.

· Budget Impact: This is hoped to be a cost-neutral event.  The registration fee collected should cover all costs of hosting incurred by WPC.  WPC will provide breakfast, lunch, use of facilities, and AV support.
· The Session discussed a motion from the Family Ministries Committee for the creation of a “Pray Grounds” program.  Based on concerns expressed by the Elders, the Families Ministries Committee agreed to come back to Session in August with a plan for a trial run, communication to the congregation, and post-trial evaluation by the congregation.

Having completed the New Business, the Session heard reports on outstanding Old Business items:

· Fellowship Hall Sound System Status (Worship Committee)

Completion pending completion of remaining tasks.  Projected completion: TBD

· Janitorial Contract Resolution (Campus Management Committee)

Working with the Personnel Committee to incorporate duties and other contractual requirements for new vendor. Completion TBD.

· Meal Cost Coverage for Staff Resolution (Personnel Committee)

Awaiting policy definition by Personnel Committee.  The Fellowship Committee needs direction prior to the start of Wednesday Night Dinners on September 7, 2016.
The Clerk reminded the Session of upcoming meetings: Tuesday, August 23, 2016 - the next stated meeting of Session.
Motion for Closing Prayer & Adjournment – The purpose of the meeting having been accomplished, Pastor Keith concluded the meeting by leading the elders in a popcorn prayer focusing on the upcoming election season.  The Session voted to adjourn at 8:40 p.m.
