The annual McWhirter Back-to-School-Backpacks missions, 2025 was completed.  The year 50 backpacks were filled and delivered to the school on 8/31/25.  The WPC congregation was, as usual, generous in its giving of supplies.  Over 20 individuals were involved in donating, packing, and delivering backpacks.
