Report from the Care Team for the August 2025 Session meeting
During the July 2025 Session meeting, the Care Team was tasked with identifying congregants who may need help in the event of an area-wide emergency.  In our area, this means a hurricane. This is a progress report on that task.
Kim Kinzler, Anne Waehner and Joe Schwarz came up with a list of 36 members potentially needing assistance during a hurricane event.  During the August Deacon Meeting, the 36 names were divided up between the Deacons with the goal of contacting all 36 people in a timely manner.  The Deacons are in the process of calling each identified member to determine if they have people to help them, or if they will need assistance from the church.  To date we have contacted 19 of the 36 members.  After contacting all of the 36 members, the next step will be to identify people who are able to assist those that have indicated they may need help.  So far there are only 3 members who would like to be contacted and may need assistance in the event of a hurricane.
We are also in the process of updating the Emergency Contact Binder in the office.  The information sheets in the binder are at least 10 years old.  Past members’ information has been removed, and current members’ information needs to be updated.
