The Com team has not had a meeting but the members have all been busy with church events. Most of the com time has been spent in dealing with the newsletter and the installation of the WPC sign.

The sign is nearing completion of the base structure.  The digital portion has been shipped and will be installed as soon as the contractor is given the go ahead by the inspection company.

The next portion is the permanent lettering.  This will be:

Webster Presbyterian Church

201 W NASA Parkway

Est. 1893

The background will be the same dark brown as the metal around the sanctuary windows and the lettering will be a lighter cream color (to be determined.) The fonts used are Lucinda Calligraphy  and Garamond for the address and est.
The city requires that the old sign be removed before they will give us the final inspection and “okay” on the new one.   The contractor has said that he will remove the panels but it will be up to us to remove the sign base. If session want to move the old sign to a Houston street location near the parking lot (to be seen when coming from Hwy 3 South) they can apply for a permit.  Since we are on a corner, this will be allowed.  
The city also requires landscaping around the sign.  This will be done by a contracted company.  Soaker hoses will be inlayed to keep the plantings watered.
The committee members have been asked to work on guidelines for use i.e., what is practical and impractical to be loaded on the sign, and the who/what/when and how of accomplishing it. Their findings will be presented to session as soon as it is completed.

Both Joan and Joyce will be on vacation on the 15th of July which will cut short the amount of time for them to get the newsletter compiled for August.  We request that the committees look closely at what they really would like to highlight for August and keep the information as simple as possible.  The September issue will be the time to “rev” up for the fall programs.
