Motions for Session Approval: Biblical Story Telling Seminar (see details in the Special Events paragraph below)

Special Events 
The Special Events Board requests Session’s approval to plan and organize a Biblical Story Telling Workshop to be hosted by WPC on February 21, from 9 until 3.  The Board will ask Rev. Lori Ruge-Jones, a Lutheran minister from the San Marcos area, to lead the workshop.  There will be a charge of $18 for adults, $12 for students or $25 if paid at the door. The event will be described in detail at the WPC web site.  Advance tickets will be sold in the Narthex before and after worship during selected Sundays in January and February. Posters describing the event will be provided to local churches and invitations will be sent to Presbyterian Churches through Presbytery.  A light lunch will be provided.

Intergenerational Class - December 28 - Bouton Hall

· We will all discuss our best, worst, or most memorable Christmas while enjoying refreshments at each table.

· We will sing Christmas Carols for the last ten or fifteen minutes of the class.

· Lauren Balletto volunteered to play the piano for the Christmas songs.

· Caressa will ask one of the Youth to lead the singing of the Christmas songs.

Rally Day - January 4 - Bouton Hall

· Refreshments: We will provide refreshments.

· Al will ask leaders of Adult programs and classes to give a brief verbal description at Rally Day and provide a short written description for a brochure to hand out. 

Winter Classes - January 11 through February 22

· Mary Sheehan will teach three classes on “The Second Half of Life.”

Parenting

· The Children’s Ministry reported that they would take responsibility for starting a “Devos & Donuts” fellowship activity for parents who stay in the Parent’s Retreat Room during Sunday school.
