3. Confirmation Class will start on January 24.  At present we expect to have 3 youth in the class.
4. Input for the January newsletter was discussed and agreed upon.
5. Youth Postal Express is up and running successfully.  To date $325.00 has been collected.
6. Pam Millsap will be rolling off as lead of the Senior High Planning Team – possible replacements were agreed upon and Pam will contact them.
7. The Youth Worship Team reported that last weeks Youth Worship Service had in excess of 80 in attendance.
8. The Youth Mission Team has been discussing possible mission activities for summer of ’09.  The Team will meet again in January to gather ideas for the summer mission trip as well as local youth mission activities.
9. The YMC discussed the results of the Nominating Committee selection for Youth Elder and Youth Deacon.  Although both candidates are highly qualified for these positions, the YMC feels that provisions are needed to ensure that all qualified candidates are given an opportunity to serve.  Because of the limited opportunity for our Youth to serve as officers of the church, we will be asking Session to approve a Congregational vote to amend the Bylaws to include verbage which will prevent youth from serving consecutive terms unless no other qualified and willing individual is available.  The Youth Ministry Committee will also develop new leadership opportunities for our young people in addition to Youth Elder and Youth Deacon (youth to serve on planning teams, church committees, etc.).
