WPC Communications and Outreach
Committee Meeting

December 15, 2010

The meeting was opened with prayer in the Gallery starting at 6:15.  Those attending were: Chuck Moede, Judy Ota, Joyce Sens and Joan McMillan, Elder Chair.

Joan reported that outreach has been a focus for the last several months in order to try to gain as much access to the local community as possible using the resources available. A direct mailing was done in November to reach approximately 3400 residents in Webster and portions of League City for the advent season.  The Presbytery Tuesday Connect has been utilized during the year to reach other Presbyterians.  

The Communications committee oversees two budget items – the Print Media ads and direct mailings and brochures.  There was some discussion over whether the ads in the weekly Citizen are effective and it was suggested that we discontinue the ads and focus on more direct mailings for 2011.  It would be possible to cover the year in three mailings at about $1000 each, less if we covered a smaller area.  This would still leave a small amount for brochures and other needed expenses. 
Joyce reported that in January, the training for user interface on the sign will be expanded to include others for additional support.  Training help from tech support at Stewart signs is ongoing and will continue as long as needed. 

Chuck reported the Website Update Task Force had met on 12/14 and summarized what had been covered in the meeting:  primary objectives and goals for the update, definition of 3 tiers for the website – evangelism, members, internal support – and their priority, review of approaches and characteristics found in other websites, etc.  For both this project and the Website Team, with regard to the current website, policies and guidelines will be developed and implemented.

Judy reported on the status of work on the brochures and plans for moving forward on producing them for the various ministry and service areas. She has not received input from most of the committee elders and will remind them of the need to get brochures for each ministry within the church. 
There being not further business, the meeting was adjourned and closed with prayer.
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
