Children’s Ministry Team Status - 12/17/2013
1. Child Care Staff:  Child care continues to be available upon request for meetings outside of Wednesday night.
2. Wednesday Night Activities: Attendance on Wednesday nights continues to be high. 
3. Children’s Chapel: Children's chapel attendance remains high. 
4. Sunday School:  Attendance has remained low.
5. Active Parenting: The Active Parenting Class continues to meet with limited attendance.  WE have had initial discussions with Diane Kane to repeat her spiritual gifts of your children class.
6. Advent: Children’s Musical scheduled for 12/18/13.
7. Single Service Sundays: A single service is scheduled for 12/29.  There has been a discussion on the need for Children’s Chapel that service.  Currently it is expected that the Children will be asked to stay in the worship service.
8. Vacation Bible School (VBS): Planning for VBS has started without significant CMT and parental input.  It is expected that there will be limited volunteer leadership to help plan and implement VBS.  This is expected to be a major topic for the January meeting.
9. Major Event Proposal:  Children’s ministry has not moved out with planning for a najor event or the fundraising to support it.  

10. SATF Action Response:  The CMT developed a response to the Session Analysis Task Force (SATF) report action.  Five dedicated meetings were held and a limited number of individual comments to craft the response.  The report has been provided to the Session separately.  Four of the meetings were held virtually with phone call-in and computer sharing available.  These meetings were excellent exercises in the use of the technology but were not utilized by any attendees.  It is expected that a write-up of the virtual meeting details will be produced and provided to the Communication Committee and the A/V Team.
