Clerk’s Report – The Presbyterian Panel, a research arm of PCUSA, requested the names and contact information for our ruling elders.  The panel would like to randomly survey a number of PCUSA officers.  The elders will have an opportunity to decline if they choose to.  The clerk will send that information.
