These items would be temporarily loaned to the Museum of the Bible for the purposes of this display and then returned to Webster Presbyterian Church at the conclusion of a pre-arranged period.  If this motion is approved, detailed discussions with Museum of the Bible will commence, concrete plans and agreements will be made for the display and return of the items, with a final Session vote for approval in early 2020.

· Reaffirm email vote from November 25, 2019:
· The Session approved a motion from the Finance & Stewardship (F&S) Committee to create an ‘Extra Mile Giving’ opportunity for the month of December 2019.  Extra Mile Giving will aggregate contributions and allocate as follows: the first $7,500 contributed will go to augment the local community assistance for 2020 managed by pastors through the office; contributions from $7,501 to $47,500 will go to the organ upgrade fund; contributions made to the Extra Mile Giving in December in excess of $47,500.00 will go to the capital campaign fund.
· The Session approved a motion from the pastors, Rev. Dr. Keith Uffman and Rev. Helen DeLeon, to set the date for the November Stated Meeting of the Congregation, as defined in our Bylaws for the purposes of 1) electing officers and 2) providing an update on the Stewardship Campaign, be set on December 8, 2019.
