Ruling Elder Kevin Snowden, chair of the Finance & Stewardship Committee, provided an overview of the status to the 2019 Stewardship campaign.
· Pledging toward the operating budget is behind, although should be caught up by the end of November.  If the trend continues through December we will be on track to meet our estimated operating budget for 2020.  Pledges are still needed.

· Sometimes in December folks have a little extra that they’d like to give before the end of the calendar year, so the Session has approved an “Extra Mile Giving” campaign.  The first $7000 raised will be to fund community assistance in 2020.  From $7001 - $47,000 will go to the pipe organ repair fund.  Money was donated in 2018 for this monumental estimate repair, but more is needed before a plan for repairs and costs can be committed to.  Any amount collected beyond $47,001 will be added to the Capital Campaign to continue the “Sear & Dry” effort on our buildings.
The purpose of the meeting having been accomplished, the congregation voted to adjourn and closed in prayer by Pastor Helen DeLeon.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:25 a.m.
