Reports:
· Ukraine Fundraiser – Anya invited guest Rick Schultz, to share his work in Ukraine.  He was invited to go to Ukraine by a church, where he worked with a community, teaching English and working with pre-K/Kindergarten children.  When the war started, the church started a refuge center in Rivne.  Over 10K refugees have come there from different cities in Ukraine.  Shelter, food, clothing, medicine, counseling are provided.  The Beehouse is an orphanage 25 years old, now serving displaced teens and orphans.  They have no electricity in the evenings, Rivne was bombed three weeks ago.  Proposal: split the Ukraine fundraiser between Leonid’s building nonprofit group in Kiev and The Beehouse; all funds raised to this point would go to Leonid’s group, and funds raised after Nov. 6 would go to the Beehouse.
· Mission to McWhirter – the Thanksgiving food drive generated 30 bags of food/$20 gift card which will be delivered to McWhirter Elementary on Wednesday Nov. 9, by Men of Faith.
· Seafarers’ Christmas Boxes – 51 boxes were prepared and wrapped, scheduled to be delivered to Galveston Seafarers’ Center on Wednesday, Nov. 16, by Men of Faith.
· ICM – WPC to purchase a table for the Festival of Trees Gala on Dec. 1.
· Family Promise – Pat reported that the Family Promise Gala is Saturday, Nov. 12 at Lakewood Yacht Club, WPC is purchasing a table as part of our annual giving.
· Community Assistance – Richard was not present at the meeting, no report.  
· Little Free Food Pantry – Dan Walker and James Kinzler have been looking at pantry designs; James will be checking out the free pantry in Veterans’ Park in League City.   

Open Actions:
· Richard will talk with Sandra D about counseling/mental health team disbursements.
· Kimberly to request checks for Family Promise ($2000), ICM ($1250), and PC(USA), for disbursement of special offerings
· Talent show/Ukraine fundraiser – Anya has people signed up for the talent show, several gift baskets and quilts have been donated for the auction.  November 19th is the date.

New Business:
· James talked about the family that was present outside the sanctuary on Sunday morning, asking for assistance.  The consensus is that it would be a good idea to have a planned response if this occurs in the future, to get the family connected with local resources.  Some thoughts:
· Provide a printed copy of the resource sheet
· Have more substantial food bags and/or diapers available
· Goal should be to get the person/household in need connected with community resources that can provide long-term support with the goal of self-sufficiency.
