	Address Acoustics
	$12,000
	Acoustic panels, not carpet.  No available basis to support meaningful improvement to the acoustics from installing carpet, especially given the negatives associated with carpeting a dining area.

	2
	Sound System
	$25,000
	Integrated, permanent audio system instead of borrowed microphones and amplifiers.  Target central speaker cluster, monitors, wireless and cabled microphones, amplifiers & passive or powered speakers, processors, recording/playback equipment, etc.

	3
	Projection System
	$20,000
	Similar in needs to the sanctuary installation, with 3 display locations (2 forward, 1 rear).  Revisit large screen monitors as an option.  Need to determine scarring for future (i.e., switching options)

	4
	Lighting
	$20,000
	Stage and spotlights for presentation and performance area (i.e., in general, old chancel area) with ability to manipulate the lighting to meet specific needs, plus control of the general “house lighting”


This estimate does not include the following medium to long-term Fellowship hall needs such as:
· The purchase of stage (raised platform approach, variable height, ability to size to need; e.g., choir loft risers)

· Cameras for video feed and recording

· DVD/CD duplication equipment
