MINUTES for February 15, 2009 Meeting

1. Caressa opened the meeting with prayer.

2. Caressa gave a report on the upcoming Youth Conclaves weekends.  The Junior High youth will be going to Camp Cho-Yeh March 6-8 with 11 youth and 3 adults.  The Senior High youth will be going March 27-29 with 15 youth (4 of which are on PYCC) and 5 adults (2 of which are on PYCC).  
3. Team Reports:

a. SRYPT – Sandy Murphy gave a report on our senior high youth.  Things are going well in all of the various areas of ministry.  Sunday and Wednesday evenings are planned through May.  Caressa will be meeting with the SR Sunday school teachers to outline new curriculum, hear feedback from youth, and think of names for a fourth teacher.  The senior high team will also be looking to add more adults to the Sunday night team.  
b. JRYPT – Coco Motley gave a report regarding the junior high youth.  Things are also going well in the junior high ministry.  Sunday and Wednesday evenings are planned through May.  We are still in need of more adults to help with Wednesday nights.  Caressa will be meeting with the JR Sunday school teachers to outline new curriculum based on feedback from junior high youth.
c. YWPT – Nina Moede shared with the committee that the youth worship planning team is focusing this spring on the Youth Sunday coming up on Sunday, April 19.  The team will determine the service’s theme, scriptures, main bible story, sermon proclamation, method of music and order of service before presenting to the rest of the senior high youth group for input and assignments.  After reflecting on this past fall, the team decided that they would plan, lead and offer an evening worship once a month during the summer and once every other month during the school year.  
d. YRT – Chuck Moede reported that things are going well with the youth resource team, though catching up on a few things.  Sarah Frey has joined the team and will create and provide PYC notes every month for the junior and senior high groups to be emailed to youth and parents.  Chuck shared about the new Youth Page for adult leaders that is accessible through the “Family of Faith” link on our church website.  This page will include youth rosters, schedules, meeting minutes, and other important information for youth leaders.  Chuck will ensure all youth leaders have access.
4. Next the committee discussed possible youth to serve as the Youth representative on WPC’s Nominating Committee.  After careful and prayerful consideration, the team agreed that Rudy Noriega would be approached first about being nominated.  If Rudy declines, then we will ask Melanie Moore.  Sandy Murphy to approach the proposed youth.  
5. This year’s Summer Youth Trips were discussed and details explored.  There will be a Parent and Youth meeting (today) Sunday, February 15 at 6:00 pm to provide parents with information about the 2009 summer youth opportunities and provide time for questions and answers.  James Kinzler gave a report about the Senior High mission trip to Bridge City, TX with SETIO to the committee.  Caressa talked with the committee about the possibility of a Junior High mission weekend this summer to introduce these youth to various types of mission, service and outreach.  The committee was in agreement and so plans will get underway.  Next the committee discussed the distribution of funds raised for the various trips.  Amounts were determined for this coming summer and the committee agreed that we will need to spend time analyzing how these funds are distributed in future years for the various trips and age groups.
