The following items were discussed:

2. Table Top Brigade – Lisa Haws is chair. Helen will be attending the Presbytery Women’s Conference that 

day.  There has not been a budget created yet.  Hostesses are still needed.  So far we have 10-11 ladies signed up to hostess. Jennifer to call Lisa and give her Kathleen’s(featured speaker) contact information.

3. Wholy Grounds – so far these people have agreed to clean up after coffee fellowship each Sunday:

4. Congregation wide fellowship events – Need to have clean up crews/set up crews in place to do this for events as well as cooks and volunteers to set up food and clean up food.

5. Early Risers Breakfast – Jeanette has not had a chance to talk with Ed.  Joan was appointed liason between Ed and Fellowship committee.  He uses congregational supplies but does not get money from Fellowship funds.  He takes care of his own advertising.

6. Expand Fellowship committee – Jeanette to ask at next session meeting for liaisons from committees to attend Fellowship meetings.

Kitchen Rules – B&G is in charge of the physical plant and has given Fellowship committee permission to post the KITCHEN RULES.  We need to post them ASAP.  Phone numbers to be posted for B&G in case something breaks.  Joan to send Kitchen rules to Jeanette.
OLD BUSINESS
Shrimp Boil – Jennifer to call about Timbercove pool(Jane Brantley).  Check to see availability and if all tables and 

          chairs are still there; overall status after Ike.

Stewardship dinner – Tentatively set for Oct 17.  We need to let Randy Moore know that we have a potluck

          scheduled on October 31.

Summer Bash - $200 to rent the pavilion at CL Park.  We decided to have it at the church, possibly outside if 

          weather permits.

*Jeanette to approach Finance about the Stewardship dinner – another carnival or something like that.  Look into a way to get all committees to work together to get it done.

*Worship committee requested dinner during the week of Maundy Thursday, not only on Wednesday(regular WND), but Thursday, Friday and Saturday.  Fellowship committee voted and declined.
*Jeanette to ask Nurture if they want Fellowship to spearhead breakfast on Easter Sunday.  We have volunteers that can be called to provide breakfast casseroles, fruit and muffins and keep the cost to a minimum.

NEW BUSINESS
Nancy Spivey brought a proposal forward to buy ice tea glasses, some of which would be used for the youth Valentine dinner dance.  Glasses are available at Garden Ridge for $1.49 each.  They are usually rented, but rental is no longer available from the person used last year.  Fellowship will store the glasses in the FH hall in the front closets.  Motion made to go half with youth on 84 glasses and Fellowship will pick up the rest of the cost; seconded and passed.  We agreed it would be foolish to only purchase 84 so we voted to purchase 14 cases(168) which could also be used for other events.  Nancy will talk to Garden Ridge to see if we can get a deal on more glasses. 

Jeanette Chase is implementing this:

Jeanette will fill out a green sheet with amount blank for Jennifer to use when purchasing congregational supplies.  Jennifer will take this to Shannon to get a check to shop with and then notify Jeanette.  Also Jennifer will email Jeanette when any cash is deposited into the designated/exchange funds.
