Sunday School / Children’s Chapel / J.A.M. – Linda Smith-Gregory

Children's Ministry Family Fellowship Activities - CMTeam
These events were held last summer and they were poorly attended.  Need new ideas.
Action:  All CMT members to brainstorm ideas and send them to CM.  Ministry and Outreach ideas seemed better received (e.g., caroling at a retirement home was deemed a success.)
CMTeam brainstormed and came up with three ideas:
1) Spring time idea – help out Buildings and Grounds by having a family fellowship activity of working two or so hours on planting flowers on the west side of the building, then heading to someone’s house for a swim.  Tentatively planned for 4/2, Good Friday.
2) Autumn idea – have another family fellowship day ~October that focuses on the playground.
3) Christmas idea – reprise the idea of caroling at the retirement home.
• For idea #1, need to coordinate with B&G.
Action:  CM coordinate with B&G/Jim Magnant to determine pre-planting ground preparation and foliage purchase.
• For idea #2, we may offer our playground as a source for an Eagle Scout’s civil service project.
Action:  CM contact Marshall Godwin to see where he is in his scouting rank.  Also contact Lynn Godwin to get feedback from Troop 870.
Action:  LB ask for same feedback – any Eagle candidates who need a service project – from Troop 870.
Action:  ACP ask for same feedback – any Eagle candidates who need a service project – from Troop 445, Friendswood.
Action:  ACP ask for same feedback – any Eagle candidates who need a service project – from WPC member Bud Allison.
