Welcoming Committee Updates
Connection Team
This team needs to replenish the supply of water bottles used in the guest bags. As several members have expressed an interest in having a WPC water bottle for personal use, the Welcoming Committee would like to double the order and sell half back to the congregation at $5 each, recouping the entire cost of the bottles.  Therefore, the committee makes the following motion to session:  

We propose to sell PBA-free water bottles, branded with the WPC logo, for $5 each in the Narthex before and after both services during the month of May and by request to the Chair of the Welcoming Committee thereafter until the supply is depleted.
