Motion from Mission Committee – February, 2013

Motion:  The Webster Presbyterian Church Session endorses the Mission Committee request to the Presbytery of New Covenant for a LYNN JOHNSON SOCIAL JUSTICE GRANT in the amount of $ 1,000 to support the 2013 Summer Enrichment Program for At-risk Children.
Background:  Much of the achievement gap between higher and lower income students can be traced to unequal summer learning opportunities. Low income children can lose more than two months of reading achievement over the summer, while more affluent children, who may have attended summer camps or travelled with their families, tend to gain or maintain their reading levels.  

We would like to offer a summer enrichment program to help address this issue of social injustice, to families of at-risk children living near to Webster Presbyterian Church (WPC).
