Deacons

The Senior Ministry Team also includes Helping Hands (help for seniors who need minor repairs or referrals for service), Phone-a-Friend (match up people who need to have someone call them daily to check on them or when their children are out of town), Holy Rollers (the parking service on Sunday or special events) and Young at Heart trips. 

Stephen Ministry
WPC Stephen Ministers continued to provide excellent care to members and guests in January 2016. Stephen Ministry is a Christian caring ministry and work with people who are experiencing short term crisis or other challenges by providing one-on-one care which includes active listening, emotional and spiritual support, and prayer.

The Stephen Ministers hold monthly supervision meetings where they check in with and support each other.  Meetings include prayer and devotional and some form of ongoing Stephen Ministry training.

Counts for January include 3 active Stephen Ministers and 1 Stephen Ministry Leader.  Due to confidentiality, numbers of care receivers cannot be provided.
