New Business (Guest):  Kevin (Finance Team) came to our meeting to give us a "where we are" report on the organ enhancement update.  He is trying to get things in place and wants to get the "prep work" done so if the money becomes available, everyone will be ready to move forward.  Three current competitive bids are needed (there are two already and possibly a third).  

Lent /Easter planning.  Palms and Lilies have been ordered and will be available  at the appropriate time.  Mary will order 40 larger palm fronds for decorating the chancel.  The Music Department will present "Song of the Shadows" by Joseph Martin on Maundy Thursday (March 29).  We are having an Easter Vigil service on Saturday, March 31.  Plans are still being finalized but communion will be served.  As this date was not included on the original list of communion dates, Mary will bring a motion to Session for such.  

Visual Arts Update:  Starting March 18th, there will be a "Free The Captives" art exhibit in the Narthex presented by Ellen Marsh.  The title is "I Am Redeemed" and centers on 12 stories on human trafficking.   Art work will be taken down during Holy Week.  The "Earth is my Home" exhibit will run from April 6 to May 4, 2018.  "Her Story", a collection of 52 quilts will run from May 10th through September 2018.  Coming in 2018, we will have our own commissioned show on Psalm 8.  The Heritage Committee will have a "Sacred Places" exhibit on 10/28/18 in connection with WPC's history and anniversary.  Topics include:  the rice farmers, the vegetable farmers, and World War II and the Japanese residents. 

New Business:  We discussed the time for the Sunday worship service.  All members and staff  had the opportunity to express their views, provide feedback on what they had heard or been told from members of the congregation.  After a period of discussion and deliberation, the motion before the team to keep the worship service at the current  10:00 am time passed.
