CONDITIONS UNDER WHICH LOAN IS RECEIVED
The Museum of the Bible must agree to adhere to all conditions of the loan as outlined herein.

USE

1. The loan item(s) will be used only for the above stated purpose unless prior written permission is granted by the Owner.

CARE AND HANDLING

1. The Museum of the Bible will give item(s) left in its custody the same care as it does to comparable property.

2. Any special handling or storage requirements must be provided in writing by the Owner to Museum of the Bible Curatorial staff.

3. Upon receipt, a Condition Report will be completed on the loan item(s) to ensure the item(s) is returned in the same condition received.

4. The Museum of the Bible will not clean, restore, reframe or otherwise alter the loan item(s) without written consent of the Owner.  If such work has been authorized, the cost will be subject to a special written agreement between the Owner and The Museum of the Bible.
5. The Museum of the Bible will provide Fine Art Transportation for the loan item(s) unless otherwise desired by the Owner.  A hand carry option can also be considered with the agreement of both parties. The Museum of the Bible will also provide Fine Art Transportation for the temporary return of the loan during the agreed loan period.
PROCEDURE IN THE EVENT OF MISHAP

1. If the loan item(s) is damaged, destroyed, lost or stolen, The Museum of the Bible shall immediately contact the Owner by telephone, followed by written confirmation.  The report of damage or loss shall provide a description of extent and circumstances surrounding the mishap.  

2. No repairs or other action will be taken on the loan item(s) by The Museum of the Bible without written instruction from the Owner.

INSURANCE

1. The loan item(s) will be carried on The Museum of the Bible’s Fine Arts all risk insurance policy “Nail to Nail” unless otherwise requested by the Owner. At the Lender’s discretion, the artifacts in question can also be insured individually.
2. Loan item(s) with previous insurance valuations will be insured for the amount indicated by the valuation. 

3. Loan item(s) without appraisals, or which have not been recently appraised, will be examined by an independent appraiser upon the Owner’s request and insured, per the recommended coverage.
4. Should the Owner wish for the loan item(s) to be insured for a specific amount, even if the amount if greater than indicated by the appraisals, the insurance coverage will be altered to meet this amount.

RETURNS

1. The loan item(s) will be returned only to the Owner on record, upon completion of the 
temporary exhibit dates listed above.
2. The Owner retains the right to withdraw any loan item(s) at any time from the care of The Museum of the Bible for reasons including, but not limited to, deterioration or potential deterioration, threatened security, or when other urgent reasons necessitate withdrawal.
WARRANTY OF TITLE

1. The above declared Owner of the loan item(s) warrants that he or she if the owner of the item(s), and that the item(s) is not subject to ownership claims of any other person, institution or domestic or foreign governments, and that all applicable domestic and foreign customs and export/import regulations have been complied with.

2. If the Depositor of the item(s) is not the owner of the item(s), the Depositor warrants that he or she has full authority to enter into this loan transaction on behalf of the Owner, and the Owner is fully bound hereby as the Depositor’s principal.  In this event, The Museum of the Bible may require written evidence of the Depositor’s agency satisfactory in form to its counsel.
PHOTOGRAPHY

1. The Museum of the Bible may photograph or otherwise reproduce loaned item(s) for its records, research use or publication in accordance with the purpose of the loan.

2. Photography rights will not be granted to others without previously obtained, express written permission of the Owner.
