Pastor’s Report—There have been several potential new members attending worship.  We need to figure out a procedure for welcoming them and getting them to join (WAM will do this in the absence of a welcoming committee)



1)Safety concerns, CDC report 
Campus management met today at 5:30 to come up with a timeline for doing worship without masks.
The numbers related to hospitalization and positive cases is still in the red zone, but the numbers are dropping fast.  There will be another zoom meeting of this group before Lent begins but we are hopeful that we will be able to institute a new policy for the first of March that includes :wearing a mask to enter and exit the sanctuary, fully vaccinated people may remove their masks if they are seated with their safe bubble.  Children and teachers will remain masked at all times, including during children’s message .

Glenn wants to require masks for the choir because we cannot social distance in the loft AND singing enlarges the danger zone out to 12-15 feet.  He was asking that if we rescinded the mask order for the congregation would he be allowed to set rules for the choir that the session would enforce.  Campus management and WAM are going to include in the motion to session that group leaders may set their own safety standards for a particular event (like choir).  Choir will mask at least through Easter April 17.

Plans for Lent, Call for Volunteers:  In the spirit of getting more people involved, the liturgical arts team is taking over all of the liturgy beginning with Ash Wednesday . Keith to prepare template for Ash Wednesday Service. In the future, the bulletin covers will selected by others besides Keith. We are working towards having communion with bread and juice and being served on Easter Sunday.  Deacons will assist with the imposition of ashes for Ash Wednesday.
