Church Characteristics Desired:

The church I hope to serve is Christ centered and faithful in the transition process. This church treasures our Reformed 
tradition, as well as seeks openness to new experiences of God in worship, ministry, life, and outreach.  This church’s 
love through Jesus Christ is faithful and her gratitude to God is abundant. She prays deeply and widely, and cares with 
energy. She is striving to do the will of the Lord, growing and learning along the way of Christ.

I have a deep and abiding love for Jesus Christ and his church. God has blessed me with many gifts and skills for this 
calling to serve God and the church with energy, dedication, and love; namely, a compassionate heart, a keen intellect, 
authenticity, and a faithful life.  I have been described as a wise and gifted pastor/minister who inspires others to serve 
God through the church, which humble me. I strive to live them out in prayer and thanksgiving. I love to lead worship 
and preach. Pastoral ministry is a special calling of servanthood in Christ that calls for love beyond measure. I seek to 
turn churches forward in that love.

Accomplishments in present call:
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Most recently, I helped a church process through a mission study to a new vision and mission on a fast-track interim 
program for small churches. Prior to this, most significantly, I helped a congregation build a new future for vitality in Christ. 
Through me, the congregation experienced needed healing, integration, and new/ revised programming after a level five 
conflict and split. With God’s help, we revitalized worship, organized structure and order, found new administrative tools, 
and developed capacity for conflict negotiation. The worship attendance flourished, communication improved, 
membership grew, and program offerings increased under my care.

Specifically, we added a contemporary worship service and provided creative and blended worship services which 
engaged A/V equipment and stirred new energy in both worship services. We began a Parish Nurse Program for 
congregational care and community outreach. We hired staff for youth and children’s programs, and I designed a new 
modern Confirmation program that included and excited the entire congregation. I began a first ever regular Sunday 
coffee fellowship time, which opened communication and care. Faithfully, we baptized children and adults, and wed 
couples--the “first in years.” And, the church sent two young adults on mission to Cuba. In Christ, Ministry turned around 
to the positive for the church's future.

Leadership Style:

Leadership is a spiritual and a practical calling which requires healthy discipleship and love. It requires trust and goodwill 
by and with all and pastors must lead in this regard. The orientation of leadership is to truth and goodness with lots of 
mercy and forgiveness freely given along the way. Healthy decision making and negotiation are handled with respectful 
regard for one another IN love and IN Christ. My specific leadership is thoughtful, empowering, collaborative, and 
trustworthy.  I naturally empower others, as I love to bless others in their callings. I offer oversight and counsel where 
needed. I have been described as “an inspiring leader,” which humbles me.  I give lots of thank yous and recognition, as 
well as encouragement, to those who volunteer so much in the church.

And so letting love govern all that we do, 
think, and assume about another, we must go Christ’s way of peace.  We must live and proclaim the gospel of Christ in 
worship, discipleship, and mission with great dedication beyond stresses and disagreements, beyond discomfort, and 
beyond our fears—just as the cross of Jesus Christ shows us.

Thus, our calling is to an over the top minisry and mission of prayer, share, care, and dare to missional outreach.

Statement of Faith:

With the Holy Spirit, it is our 
guiding light to truth and goodness and all sufficient for matters of life and faith.  We are to study, read, pray and 
experience the Bible in fullness throughout our lives. 

I believe that the Holy Spirit lives and acts within us, the community, and the whole Church to lead us and inspire us in 
the ministry of the gospel, as well as in the leadership of the Church.  With all expectation of God’s presence, we pray 
and listen well for the Spirit’s guidance, as well as rest in the assurance of the Spirit praying in and through us.

God has given the Church two holy Sacraments that are the Lord’s gifts for those who believe and trust in Jesus Christ as 
Lord and Savior.  They are Baptism, wherein we die and rise with Christ to new life and are adopted into the Body of 
Christ. And the Lord’s Supper-- also called the Eucharist and Holy Communion--wherein we remember God’s saving 
grace through Jesus Christ, renew our strength as one body of Christ, and resolve again to follow Christ.

My faith, made known as I live and move and have being in God, is lovingly graced through Jesus Christ, my Redeemer 
and Savior, who reconciles me to God in the deepest of joy. My faith is built on and nurtured in prayer, and it sends me 
out to serve in a vowed life in and to the Church of Jesus Christ. It is solidly formed in the Reformed tradition, embodied in 
the PCUSA, and missionally oriented.
